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"Fascistic public nature," many of you may never accept this paradoxical word. It is
thought that 19th century's democracy has function of civil public nature (the social
relationship which creates public nature) under admission condition of property and
education. While, the condition of 20th century's mass public nature which is based on
universal suffrage is degraded into only two; nationality and mother tongue. It is not too
much to stress the fact that fascism is brought by mass political participation.

Consensus-building through rational deliberation is not the only way to democracy.
Assemblies, demonstrations, radio-broadcasts and referendums of Nazi-party gave also
the mass a feeling of participation in building up public nature. This feeling itself is
decisive in mass people's understanding of democracy. Hitler said to people, not
"shout-up,” but cry out." | call it "fascistic public nature" that these social relationships
which produce public opinion,

Of course, using today's expression "populistic public nature,” would be slightly
better sound. It is sure that there are good populists (people who believe grass-roots
democracy) and bad populists (true populist). However, in accordance with common
sense after world war Il, good populists are nonsense. While, the word "public nature" is
on the assumption of reason and tolerance, there is only a few studies on public opinion
under fascistic regime. Could we, however, find out an essence of public nature on the
exceptional condition, i.e. fascism?
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Democracy is less hateful than other contemporary forms of government, and to
that extent it deserves our support. It does start from the assumption that the individual is
important, and that all types are needed to make a civilization.

It does not divide its citizens into the bosses and the bossed -- as an
efficiency-regime tends to do. The people | admire most are those who are sensitive and
want to create something or discover something, and do not see life in terms of power,
and such people get so many chances under democracy than elsewhere.

They found religions, great or small, or they produce literature and art or they do
disinterested scientific research, or they may be what is called "ordinary people," who are
creative in their private lives, bring up children decently, for instance, or help their
neighbors. All these people need to express themselves; they can not do so unless
society allows them liberty to do so, and the society which allows them most liberty is a
democracy.
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The American civilization has contributed so much to the development of utilitarian
civilization that the Americans themselves tend to identify modernization with
Americanization.

This is wrong in my historical perspective. As we all know, American independence
coincided with Adam Smith's Wealth of Nations and Jeremy Bentham's famous dictum
"The greatest happiness of the greatest number" was made public at a time when the
new nation was going through the birth pangs, as it were, leading up to a convening of
the Constitutional Convention. So we see the United States is a nation born with
utilitarianism, and its traditional puritan culture also had to adapt itself to this new
civilization.

One must logically admit that the American civilization is, and must be, the
cornerstone on which to build any version of utilitarian civilization, but a rash imposition of
utilitarian civilization in its almost pure, American version would often render the
modernization process more painful and even violent.
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The field of robot law is now coming. Because questions are raised, for instance ;
when robots make accident who should be responsible for, when robots produce art
works who should have copyright. However the fundamental problem is what is robot? :
identity of robot is undecided.

In the academic article on robot law by an American lawyer, there is an interesting
loophole which has no practical definition of robot. In the United States there is no family
register system, individualism, which is "I may decide my identity," is dominant.

However, in order to live safely with robots, legal structure which we humankind
could confirm robot's identity should be needed. From this perspective, very famous work
"Astro Boy (Tetsuwan Atom)" by Tezuka Osamu is suggestive. In the work 'robot law' is
very good guide, half of ten articles of the law' are provided robot identity.

To make definition is the basic function of law. Robot which is a complex is different
from humankind. Robot is divided into the maker of robot body or the programmer of
artificial intelligence (Al), additionally there are cases that possessors and users are
different. So we could not easily understand right and duty of robot.

Now | would propose to think the identity of robots which should be the complex of
stakeholders. From the point of view, Japanese register system would be useful. If we
could make up the structure like 'robot register system, it could provide the basement of
law. Additionally using robot register system could develop forefront of robot law.
